4.Deadlines & Format®eadline for all entries is June 1, 2009. Films selected for screening will be notified by July 3, 2009 with s
schedule and award winners announced shortly thereafter. Selected entries must have a 35mm print, DVCAM, MiniDV or DVD
shipped to the HFCF office by July 24, 2009. The filmmaker will be responsible for the shipping expense of sending their film to
also request that a press kit accompany the screening copy b it will be used for festival programs, promotidPleasbmetia outrea
foreign language films must have English subtitles or an English language audio track available.

5.Non Winning Entrie¥he HFCF will do its best to notify every filmmaker who submits a film if you are not selected for screenin
festival. If you are not notified by July 17, 2009, it is safe to assume your work is not being shown and did not win an award. Wi
number of entries we judge every year, it is sometimes very difficult to notify every entrant. To help us help you, be sure your e
telephone number or numbers and mailing address is clearly printed on the entry form.

6.Late EntriesFilms may be accepted for late submission contingent on the number of entries already received and overall prog
needs.
